e Be a PSE Legislative Activist or working towards becoming one.

e Be able to stay in Olympia beginning on Sunday evening and concluding
Friday morning (dates jointly determined
governmental relations staff). Your release time from work must have prior
approval.

e Submit three written recommendations from the following:
(1) an employee at your school district or institution;
(2) someone in the community;
(3) your Zone Director or Legislative Council Member.
